As Jamie comes to the end of his time at Rushmoor, I am writing to say a huge thank you to you and the staff, particularly Mr Swannell, Mrs Bishop, Mrs Brough and Mrs Barnes. 

Jamie’s had the most amazing time at Rushmoor and we are incredibly appreciative of the individual care and support that you have given him over the past seven years. He has been transformed from a shy young boy with a reading age 2-years below his age and distaste for learning into a confident young man who takes great pride in working hard and achieving high levels of academic, sporting and drama success. 

He’s had some great teachers, who have related individually with Jamie, challenged, stretched and helped him to believe in himself and develop his abilities. It was Jamie’s dyslexia that first led us to look at Rushmoor. He has been more successful academically than we believed was possible before he started there, when he hated reading, struggled with spelling and had a short attention span. He’s now looking at achieving A and B grades in his impending GCSEs and he wants to go on to A-levels and university. I feel sure that he would not be in this position had he not attended Rushmoor during this critical time.

Instilling the habit of doing homework right from when he started at Rushmoor in year 5 has contributed to his hard work ethos as well as maximising the learning window and creating a behavioural norm. Jamie wants to do well, he expects to do well and he takes responsibility for doing well.

Jamie takes pride in being a Rushmoor student and has a healthy respect for his peers and teachers. I have always been impressed in the way the boys treat each other and look out for others across year groups. I will remember fondly the many times I watched athletics, rugby or football matches and witnessed how the boys supported each other and behaved impeccably. 

When his chest infection resulted in a trip to hospital on the Italy drama trip in 2009, I can remember having complete faith and trust that he was in the best possible hands with you and Mrs Bishop. 

I feel a connection to the school and many of the teachers who I’ve had the pleasure in getting to know over the years. It won’t just be Jamie who will be sad to leave Rushmoor in July!

Finally, I would like to offer myself as a point of reference for parents of potential Rushmoor students. I would be happy to attend open evenings in such a capacity and to take calls from potential new parents who want to hear what attending Rushmoor is like from a parent’s perspective.

I sincerely hope that Rushmoor survives long into the future and continues to provide a unique opportunity for young men to receive a fabulous education. Many thanks once again for the positive difference you have made to my son’s life.
